The Commission services are not in a position to accept this request both for the reason 

that such a commitment made by the complainant would not be enforceable as in the light 

of the public access to documents possibility under Regulation 1049/20011 by which the 

complainant (or any other person) could request the documents without making such a 

commitment.  

The Commission services have been asked to forward a non-confidential version of your 

answer to the complainant. Please find in attachment redacted versions of the five 

documents making up your answer of 6 September 2016. We assume your agreement that 

those documents can be forwarded to the complainant. Should this not be the case, please 

indicate the precise issues that you consider confidential and provide a non-confidential 

version.
